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• Remove and rinse dentures after eating. Run water over your dentures to 		
	 remove food debris and loose particles.

• Clean your mouth after removing your dentures. Use a soft-bristled tooth		
	 brush on natural teeth, tongue and palate.

• Scrub your dentures at least once a day. Gently scrub your dentures using a 	
	 denture cleaner, mild soap or dishwashing liquid and a denture brush or 		
	 soft toothbrush to remove food, plaque and other deposits. Avoid  
	 stiff-bristled brushes, as they can damage dentures. Whitening toothpastes 		
	 can also be abrasive on the dentures and should be avoided.

• Place the dentures in water or a mild denture-soaking solution overnight. 		
	 Check with your dentist about properly storing your dentures.

• Rinse dentures before putting them back in your mouth, especially if using a 	
	 denture-soaking solution. These solutions can contain harmful chemicals that 	
	 cause vomiting, pain or burns if swallowed.

• Schedule regular dental checkups. Your dentist will advise you about how 		
	 often to visit to have your dentures examined and professionally cleaned. Your 	
	 dentist can help ensure a proper fit to prevent slippage and discomfort. See 	
	 your dentist promptly if your dentures become loose.
